Grand Strand businesses may find it easier to recycle

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MYRTLE BEACH - For businesses along the Grand Strand that wanted to recycle, but just never had the time, people, or money to make it happen, things may have become a lot easier.
Fisher Recycling, a Charleston company that started by recycling glass from restaurants, is now open for business in Myrtle Beach. The company works with local businesses to develop a recycling plan, to get the recycled goods taken out to the Solid Waste Authority.

“We are providing the service that takes the recyclables from their property,“ said Kira Roff of Fisher. “Primarily the glass, plastic, aluminum, and tin. These are really materials that commonly in the past have been hard to recycle off properties,“ said Roff.

Fisher is already working with the Myrtle Beach Area Chamber of Commerce on recycling at its offices on Oak Street.

“We have a program, with bins in all of our offices,“ said Diana Greene with the chamber. “It feels nice to know we can take (recyclables), put it in there, and it’s all going to be recycled,“ she said.

Greene said so many businesses have asked for this type of service for years, and that’s why Fisher’s efforts are part of the month-long effort by the chamber and the Myrtle Beach Area Hospitality Association to get more businesses to adopt more green or environmentally-friendly practices.

“People want to do the right thing,“ said Roff. “Once you get going, it’s easy.“
