PAWLEYS ISLAND, S.C. – Commercial and residential recycling programs are gaining success in Pawleys Island and Murrells Inlet with the ability to recycle in commingled, single stream method.  Area businesses and residential communities, such as Pawleys Island Tavern/PIT, High Hammock, Litchfield Fish House, Drunken Jacks, Bistro 217, Strand Spine Institute, Pet Galley, Prince George and Allston Plantation, have signed on with Fisher Recycling - Grand Strand, to recycle their material instead of dumping it in the landfill.  All glass, plastic, aluminum, tin, paper, newspapers, magazines and cardboard is conveniently collected using a 'single stream' method that makes this the most successful and efficient way to recycle.  
During the month of May, Fisher Recycling-Grand Strand collected and recycled over 15 tons of glass, plastic, aluminum, tin, paper, newspapers and cardboard from their customers.  Drunken Jack's alone, recycled nearly 3 tons of material.  Pawleys Island Tavern and Bistro 217 each recycled nearly 1 ton, and other restaurants, businesses and residential each recycled 1/2 ton.  During the month of June these figures are expected to continue to increase.  At these rates, total material recycled annually could top over 200 tons.  Recycling tonnage is expected to grow even more the more businesses and residential neighborhoods sign on to recycle.
Somer Heise, Human Resources, at Drunken Jacks Restaurant comments on recycling with Fisher: “The ‘Fisher’ recycling program that we have is single stream recycling, which means aluminum, glass, and plastic all go in the same container.  It has been the easiest and most rewarding program that our business has implemented in some time. Now we are starting to also see the monetary benefits because we are going to try to eliminate one of our 8 yard dumpsters for trash.  Now that our recycling program is in full force we have been doing other incentives to become more “green” in other areas.  We hope to achieve the “SC Green Hospitality Alliance Certification” by the end of the summer!”

For businesses, recycling is not only environmentally responsible, it is also fiscally practical. Recycling results in fewer dumpster collections and can reduce the size of the dumpster, with the waste stream no longer containing recyclables. Fisher offers commingled collection of all recyclable materials—glass, plastic, aluminum, tin, paper (office, newspapers and magazines), office electronics, cardboard and even cork and oyster shells.
Fisher Recycling – Grand Strand is the first comprehensive commercial and residential recycling service to be offered locally. Services include customized onsite waste audits for businesses, and single stream commercial and residential curbside pickup, oyster shell recycling for local restaurants, recycling container distribution and pickup and training employees and the community to be environmentally aware.
Founded by Chris Fisher in 1992, Fisher Recycling LLC began as a one-person operation, with Fisher collecting recyclables from several Charleston restaurants and offices at the request of business owners. Driving an old pickup truck, Fisher performed a job that restaurant owners and office managers did not have time to do. 
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
